The goal of a Major Plan is to ensure that students who completed an Associate’s Degree (AA or AS) graduate with no

more than 120 credits and in two years.

e Students are encouraged to take Winter and Summer courses to facilitate their progress towards graduation.
e Transfer students may not need to take all courses in the plan; they should consult with an academic advisor.

e York students are required to complete (pass) three (3) Writing intensive (WI) courses: two (2) in the lower division
(100-200 level) and one (1) in the upper division (300-level).

e Students are strongly encouraged to select a Minor program of study, in consultation with an academic advisor,
especially those planning to attend graduate school. Minor courses would replace the “free electives” in the Two-
